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allows the eyebrows to fall downwards and
the outer sides of the brow to fall inwards
towards the nose, to produce the
characteristically hooded look of an older
person. This has the secondary effect of
producing an apparent excess of skin in the
upper eyelids as well.

"A browlift operation is designed to
allow some elevation of these structures. If
done incorrectly it produces an appearance
of surprise or even consternation instead of
a rejuvenated look, as possibly in Farrah's
case. She might have had other surgery on
her face but this isn't obvious.

"I suspect she may have had some upper
eyelid skin removed and possibly some
surgery on her lower lids involving lifting
up the corner of the eyes in a procedure
called canthoplasty, which is considered in
America to be a rejuvenating operation.

"The overall end result is to produce a
caricature of a face with a totally fabricated,
unbalanced appearance which the observer
sees as unnatural and therefore unattractive.
The nice balance between Jaclyn Smith's
features demonstrates all the advantages of
leaving well alone. If there is any message in
Farrah's dilemma it is that plastic surgery
can be overdone and by attempting to
overcome some natural and not necessarily
unattractive wrinkling or sagging in certain
parts of the face you can instead end up with
a grossly abnormal appearance which draws
attention to the face in an adverse way." 8

"The nose is a separate issue. On Farrah
it looks as if the bridge has been excessively
lowered so that the nose now looks too
broad. There has been excessive removal of
the cartilages which provide support to the
tip and the nostril rims so that the nostril
rims have retracted up on either side, almost
like a horse. However, the face and upper
eyelids and brows look as if they have been
permanently overdone.

"The fact that Jaclyn Smith looks
similar to what she did in her golden years
but has aged gently and softly should be a
source of comfort to people who also wish
to minimise the consequences of the ageing
process on facial appearance. Fillers, Botox
and threads do have a place, but not as a
substitute for quality cosmetic surgery."

"When you compare the two photographs
of Jaclyn Smith and Farrah Fawcett it seems
evident that Farrah has had excessive
correctional surgery at least in the upper
part of her face. The result has been to
elevate the entire brow area from the mid
line to the outer sides of the eyes. This
would have been done to try to reverse the
natural ageing process of the face that
